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On Sept. 22, Soldiers worked on their medical
skills in Area J. The tasks ranged from assessing the
wounded on a battlefield to evacuating casualties to
the pick-up point. 

Each lane tested their medical and Soldier skills,
which they must perform to earn the Expert Field
Medical Badge. The EFMB is intended to recognize
individual medics who attain a high degree of pro-
fessional skill and proficiency as field medics. 

“This is the test site for the Expert Field Medical
Badge,” said Master Sgt. Robert Boler, 56th Medical
Evacuation Battalion. “We had 177 candidates who
arrived on site and six candidates who have already
terminated and gone home. The ultimate goal (of
this test) is to obtain the EFMB badge.”

The badge is the reward for those who can expert-
ly perform in a simulated combat environment, both
Soldier common tasks and medical tasks. 

“This testing period allows them to demonstrate
their expertise and skills in tasks they normally
