Oh, rats 
Keep rodents, other pests away this winter

According to the National
Pest Management Association,
about 21 million U.S. homes
experience rodent problems
each winter.  

As cooler temperatures set in,
rodents and other pests will
seek shelter. It is important to
prepare your home now.  

Residents should follow
Picerne Military Housing’s tips
to help keep their home pest
and rodent free. 

p Do not leave trash next to
trash cans or elsewhere in your
yard. Most rodents and pests
are looking for food.

p Store all trash in sealable
containers.  Hungry rodents
can easily penetrate plastic
bags.  

p Replace outdoor trash cans
that have holes, rusted bottoms
or lids that do not fit.

p Store food in thick contain-
ers with tight-fitting lids.  

p Clean up unused or uneat-
en food immediately.  

p Do not leave glasses of
water out overnight.  

p Wipe out and drain sinks
before going to bed.

p Store pet food in thick
containers.  

p Do not leave pet food or
water unattended outdoors.
Clean pet bowls at night.

p Clean outdoor grills after
use.  

p Pick up pet droppings and
dispose of them in sealed con-
tainers.  Rodents have a keen
sense of smell and are attracted
to animal droppings.  

p Ensure the crawl space
vents around your home
remain sealed.  Rodents can
enter spaces as small as a quar-
ter.  Call your Neighborhood
Center if rodents can enter.  

p Remove all trash and
debris from your yard to allow
grounds maintenance to work.
Rodents like dark, covered
areas and seek shelter in tall

grasses.
p Thin shrubbery until the

ground underneath is visible.    
p Do not pile or stack objects

in your yard or against exterior
walls. Rodents can hide or nest
in stacked objects.   

p Keep the areas under sinks
and behind appliances like
stoves and refrigerators clean.
Rodents and other pests can
thrive on crumbs and live in
dark, protected spaces. 

p Thoroughly spray and
wipe down counters and other
surfaces with a disinfectant.  

p Keep doors to the outside
closed.  

p Get rid of cardboard boxes.
Pests like roaches can lay eggs
in cardboard boxes.  By bring-
ing boxes into your home, you
could inadvertently invite pests
as well.  Replace cardboard
boxes with plastic storage bins.
